Dallas County caseworkers spend much of 
their time transporting children in their care 
from foster homes to supervised visitation, 
and more.  Due to increasing caseload 
numbers, as well as frequent use, wear 
and tear to the car seats is to be 
expected.  Our caseworkers have an 
overwhelming need for safe, updated 
and age-appropriate car seats.  The state 
does not have the funds to provide these 
vital items. 

 

With 450 caseworkers in Dallas County, 
and more children coming into care each 
day, the need is constant.  Our goal is to 
supply each caseworker with a new infant 
seat and a new toddler seat for the 
children in their care—our most precious 
cargo. 

 

We would be truly grateful for tax-
deductible donations to purchase these 
seats.  We are able to buy in bulk directly 
from the manufacturer, so our cost is only 
$34 for an infant seat and $43 for a 
toddler seat—$77 will purchase a set of 
seats (including shipping). 

 

Alternatively, we welcome donations of 
new car seats.  Liability does not allow us 
to pass along used car seats.
